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In this issue

Whilst in recent years there has been a separate
pavilion for exhibitors in the Space Technology
sector, we can expect this to be a major feature at
this year’s Farnborough International Air Show,
mainly due to the market growth for Space
applications and earth observable technology
continuing to be a major growth sector in the
Aerospace Industry.

Farnborough International 2008
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Sustainable Procurement Seminar - March 2008 

The seminar formed part of a pilot
project funded by SEEDA and managed by
Olive to raise awareness of the emerging
requirements of Sustainable
Procurement, particularly for those in the
MoD’s supply chain.

The seminar brought together
representatives from all levels of the
Aerospace & Defence supply chain,
including the Ministry of Defence (MoD)
themselves, Primes and other suppliers to
discuss the new Sustainable Procurement
requirements emerging to support the
government’s Sustainable Procurement
Action Plan “Procuring the Future”.

Speakers included Duncan McDonald,
Director Sustainable Development for the
MoD, Deborah Allen, BAE System’s
Corporate and Social Responsibility
Director and Ann New, HR Director for
H+S Aviation. Andy Leather, Bob Davidson,
Charles Burt and Phil Duddell represented
the SBAC, FAC and Olive respectively.

So far the MoD has agreed a high level
charter of principles on Sustainable
Procurement which it is succeeding in
getting its 33 core suppliers to sign up to.
The current focus of activity is now on
materiality, key performance indicators
and how to embed these in contractual
terms and conditions. Performance
scoring of suppliers is to be measured by
progress against the Sustainable
Procurement “Flexible Framework”, a
series of key milestones set out in
“Procuring the Future”. What is important
to note is that the MoD’s prime suppliers
won’t be able to report as required unless
they are supported by their supply chains.
So Sustainable Procurement’s tentacles
will soon reach farther and wider than
many currently realise.

As the largest contributor to the
government’s carbon emissions, the MoD
is under pressure from central
government to embed Sustainable
Procurement into contracts with its key
suppliers. As the panel of speakers
asserted, Sustainable Procurement is
here to stay and it is no longer a matter
of “if”, but of “how”.

The seminar was attended by over 75
companies within the Aerospace &
Defence supply chain, mainly in the
SEEDA region, and was deemed a great
success. Phil Duddell, Olive Director and
Project Leader was pleased to see that
the meeting “fostered debate and
enthusiasm over an issue that still needs
to be widely communicated to UK

companies who
don’t yet know the
changes the
Government’s
sustainability
strategy will bring
about”. Feedback on
the day was
unanimously
positive and many
of the delegates
were involved in the
Pilot Project which
offered a free
Sustainable
Procurement gap
analysis from Olive.

Olive is one of only two IEMA accredited
Sustainable Procurement training
providers. The gap analysis provided
companies with an overview of their
current environmental and sustainability
capability, with identification of their risks
and opportunities as a supplier but also as
a customer, dealing with their own
suppliers. 

One area which almost always requires
effort is building senior management’s
knowledge of sustainable business and
procurement good practice and benefits.
However, the business case is now clear as
the two Olive managed Resource
Efficiency Clubs in the South East last year
identified a total of £486,000 in year on
year savings driven by environmental
improvements across the 20 member
companies. This gave participants a year
one return on investment of 5:1 and is
typical of what can be achieved. In
addition they gained valuable marketing,
brand and PR opportunities from their
environmental improvements.

Driving the Sustainable Procurement
agenda will also enable the MoD to ensure
that more of their suppliers benefit from
similar improvements in their business
knowledge and practices, whilst also
delivering cost savings and reduced
environmental impacts. FAC are keen to
ensure that their members build their
competitive advantage by being at the
forefront of such initiatives and will
continue to work with the Olive
Consultancy to keep them there.

Sustainable Procurement
In March, the Farnborough Aerospace Consortium (FAC), together with their
sustainable business advisers the Olive Consultancy, organised a Sustainable
Procurement seminar at the BAE Systems Park Centre in Farnborough. 

Duncan McDonald, Director Sustainable Development, DE&S, MoD
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Though the six-seat Centaur, which was the first embodiment of
Warrior’s new seaplane forms, is currently under dust sheets, James
Labouchere states:

“The original hull development work and then the Centaur design
programme has equipped Warrior to confidently design any size of
seaplane. Into these we can offer extraordinary advantages in terms
of wave handling and performance. These leave behind the old ‘ball-
and-chains’ that has historically prevented seaplanes competing with
landplanes”.

Both the hull and configuration contribute to the GULL working
effectively in common sea conditions. The wave-piercing ability
enables useful taxi speeds for surface operations and the GULL uses
wave profiles to its advantage for take-off. Warrior has flown two
sizes of GULL weighing 20Kg and 70Kg. The larger will be able to
carry useful payloads for surveillance and reconnaissance work for
up to eight hours.

Warrior is also working on a larger specification to enable use of dual
airborne and subsurface payloads, so that a single system can carry
out airborne tasks but also drop down on the surface to actuate
sonar and other payloads. This will attach four or five times cruise
speed and range to surface operations, with the ability to dwell for
long periods on station. James says:

“Warrior is well ahead of the game and with the right partners for
systems and integration, we should have a great future. US Navy
and US SOCOM are seeking UAV seaplane technologies. We will focus
again on manned aircraft soon!”

Warrior’s Gull Seaplane UAV
Heads for the Open Sea
Warrior (Aero-Marine) Ltd has commenced flying of the first 4.0m span GULL 36 UAV
in the English Channel. The project has been promoted at AUVSI in San Diego on
FAC’s stand, and at Parc Aberporth.

Following the successful demonstration of two of their 60cc heavy fuel
engines to Honeywell in Albequeque two weeks earlier, they came to
the show full of hope and expectation. For IC engines in the range up
to 10hp  few companies have been able to meet the challenges of
burning heavy fuels (JP8, JP5 etc) successfully. RCV’s unique system has
shown itself to be suited well to these difficult fuels.

Following good receptions at the previous two annual AUVSI shows they
were looking for more positive interest from potential customers and
came away being very well pleased with the results.

The Honeywell engine, destined to power the MAV (miniature air
vehicle) currently develops 4.6 bhp and RCV received specific interests
for this same engine size from two major companies together with
further request for evaluation engines from another two. Furthermore
they were able to report that even more interest was received for
slightly larger capacity engines (upto 15 bhp).

RCV are currently seeking partners/investors to help to accelerate their
development activity and take the technology into mainsteam
production.

RCV Engines Ltd, who are developing their patented rotary cylinder valve technology
for small unmanned air vehicles, attended the AUVSI 2008 show in San Diego.

Boeing Composite
Outreach Success
The Farnborough Aerospace Consortium (FAC) hosted The
Boeing Company and nearly 30 UK composite companies
and University research programs at the Royal Aeronautical
Society in London on the 12th of June 2008. The event was
sponsored by the South East of England Development
Agency (SEEDA) and represented one of two Boeing
Composite Outreach visits to the UK this summer.



The deep cycle batteries’ installation in Barrabas helped ensure a safe passage.

During this unique voyage, which began
in October 2005, he, and his stainless
steel 38’ vessel, Barrabas, experienced
not only extremes in weather but also
in temperature. To help ensure his
survival throughout the journey, DMS
technologies of Romsey in the UK
provided battery power for both engine
start and the “hotel” or service load –
lighting, extensive navigation &
communications systems, battery
management systems, watermaker and
refrigerator, in addition to electrically
heated clothing! 

Due to a bureaucratic delay, in the latter
part of 2007, the vessel was held over in
Alaska for weeks whilst permission was
sought to enter Russian waters. Another
delay happened in Norway early this
year due to ice. On both occasions the
batteries remained installed in Barrabas
in extremely low temperatures, down to
as low as -40°C. According to Adrian
“The batteries were brilliant, I never had
a problem with the batteries installed,
you guys did a great job”

Given the extent and extremes of the
project the installation was purposefully
over-engineered. DMS technologies
supplied two RedFlashTM1100 37Ah AGM
Pure Lead batteries for engine starting
and four 210Ah Deep Cycle AGM
batteries for the service load. Charging
was via a combination of alternator,
photovoltaic (solar) panel array and
wind generator. AC power was provided
via a 1kW inverter.

DMS technologies is proud to have been
involved in such an endeavour and were
represented on the pontoon at the Royal
Southern Yacht Club at Hamble by David
Claxton, Marketing Manager, and Duane
Foreman, Quality Control Manager, to
welcome Adrian Flanagan home,
alongside national and local media as
well his many supporters. 

Duane had assisted with the battery
installation at the outset and found
himself on a tender escorting Adrian up
the Hamble river.

Commented David Claxton, “We were
invited on board and were able to
examine the battery installations which
were in excellent condition despite the
some 30,000 nautical mile journey over
the two and a half years”.

Speaking at the June 2008 DMA/SBAC anti corruption
conference, UK Secretary of State John Hutton said “anti
bribery and corruption compliance is ccrriittiiccaallllyy low on the
agenda of many companies, particularly the smaller ones”.
But still some hide behind the misplaced beliefs that “it’s
only the big companies that will get caught”. 

Despite high levels of fraud, new anti money laundering
rules and the proximity of organised crime and worse,
corruption risk is often at the bottom of the company
agenda. This is exacerbated for those exporting in countries
where the perception of corruption is higher. 

British domiciled companies are subject to prosecution under
UK law, regardless of where in the world the act of bribery
took place or by what means; even by telephone or e mail.
The US views bribing to secure a contract, by a foreign
company, as anti-competitive behaviour and will take an
aggressive attitude to investigation and prosecution. 

The effect of a “dawn raid” is likely to be devastating on
employee morale. Raids may be at both work and home.
There will be serious business disruption as papers and
computers are temporarily taken away.

Defending even an allegation, perhaps as part of an
investigation into another company, is likely to be costly. It
may put a smaller company into financial jeopardy,
especially if Director and Officer Liability and legal cover
insurance are inadequate. Company and individual
reputation will be dented, as will trust with stakeholders,
customers and suppliers. 

To put this right is more cost effective and value adding than
ignoring it. A first step is implementing the European
industry wide anti corruption Common Industry Standards.
Customers and primes are increasingly likely to demand the
implementation of such standards, as a pre-qualification for
doing business. 

The essence of this and other initiatives is to ensure the long
term success of both large and small companies. Ethical
behaviour may also be one of those discriminators that
young people take into account when making career
choices. 

In closing John Hutton said “the CIS, and similar measures,
can help your employees follow and promote the very best
in industry practice across your organisation and supply
chain. It offers a clear sign of company excellence to
potential and existing customers. And can ensure a level-
playing field to help honest businesses compete on the
quality of their products and services.”

The Cubesat Research Network was the brainchild of Ronan Wall
at EADS Astrium, who after starting to build a cubesat in-house
to train junior engineers, realised that building small satellites
could help increase knowledge more widely, and is a excellent
platform for innovative technology solutions. 

Astrium has offered time and support to help establish a
network of Cubesat builds around the country, where
universities and SMEs are being ecouraged to become partners
to start R&D and training build projects. The builds are funded
either privately or through grants.

Ronan Wall, the Cubesat Project Manager at Astrium said about
the CubeSat Research Network, “The focus of the CRN is in
promoting a new innovation network whose members are
drawn from SME, universities and Astrium, trying new concepts
for the benefit of all. The intention is to provide a “playground
for innovation” in which engineers can try new concepts without
fear and to bring through potentially disruptive technologies to
space. CubeSat sits naturally in a knowledge based economy
inspiring current and future engineering generations.”

The Cubesat Research Network's
Pre- Kick-off Event
The Cubesat Research Network (CRN) had its first get-together on May 8th at BAE's
Park Centre in Farnborough.  

CubeSats provide a dynamic focus for the CRN - forcing new solutions
to problems by the miniscule resources available on a platform, and
fostering creative cross-institute relationships

In addition to the new working relationships, CubeSats also provide an
opportunity to educate a whole new generation in space systems
engineering in both universities and in industry

Gordon Brown and Nicolas Sarkozy recently signed a bi-lateral
agreement described as an “entente amicale”. The agreement
sets out how Britain and France aim to work together at the
centre of Europe and outlines a number of shared initiatives
around economic and institutional reform, defence and
development. The agreement provides opportunities across
many sectors especially aerospace. 

Although the aerospace industry is no stranger to Anglo-French
collaboration - Concorde, Jaguar and Airbus being just a few
examples - these have mainly been platform driven. Both
countries are keen to maintain world leading aerospace
capabilities and many national initiatives and programmes have
been established to identify best practice and to guide
investment and research & development. For example in the
UK we have the National Aerospace Technology Strategy and
the Supply Chains for the 21st Century programme.

FAC has recognised that the UK and France can learn from each
other’s expertise and therefore improve the competitiveness of
the European Aerospace industry. 

The French Government has identified centres of excellence,
‘Pôles de Compétitivité’, for a number of industries. Aerospace
Valley, based on Toulouse, is the sector champion for aerospace
in France and has responsibility for consolidating their position
as the World’s number one for civil aeronautics and Europe’s
number one for Space. 

FAC and Aerospace Valley have agreed to build on the “entente
amicale” and to implement a number of collaborative
programmes aimed at improving the competitiveness of the
European Aerospace industry.

The collaborative programmes will initially be focused on three
areas:

• Supply Chain Development
• Technology for future market needs
• Skills and Education for Employers and Employees

A Joint Board, with members drawn from UK and French
industry, will be established to oversee the various
programmes.

Strategy. 

For Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS) to be routinely used for
common operational missions, new autonomous systems
technology will have to be developed. The current regulatory
framework (such as that defined by the UK Civil Aviation
Authority and EASA) will also need to be interpreted to enable
UAS to operate alongside manned aircraft.

There are numerous potential applications for UAS. There
would be obvious benefits for 'blue light' services tasked with
patrolling motorways or needing an aerial perspective of

In 2003, the UK’s Aerospace Innovation and Growth Team, a partnership of
Government, academia and industry, produced a National Aerospace Technology
Strategy.  This strategy addressed the major capability development requirements
for the UK aerospace industry in the next three decades.  One of the priority
elements was the development of an Autonomous Systems capability and a
cornerstone of this development has been the Autonomous Systems Technology
Related Airborne Evaluation & Assessment Programme, or ASTRAEA as it has
become known.

- TRUE COLLABORATION IN AEROSPACE
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major incidents, and also for environmental organisations
wanting to systematically monitor coastlines, waterways and
large tracts of land. In fact, autonomous UAS carrying
sophisticated imaging or sensing equipment could be used in any
situation classed as 'dull, dirty or dangerous,' including air-sea
rescue and disaster relief. 

ASTRAEA is a three-year match-funded £32 million programme
culminating in a series of cutting edge demonstrations in late
2008.  UK industry has entered into a funding arrangement with
the TSB, a Devolved Authority and a number of Regional
Development Agencies on a like-for-like basis.  This level of
commitment by industry to spend £16 million of its own private
venture funds indicates the importance the aerospace industry is
placing on this future market.  However, persuading the public
purse to match this amount proved much more time consuming
and onerous than anyone from the industry side thought.  There
is no central funding ‘pot’ and each of the industrial partners has
had to enter into a number of separate funding agreements
depending on their geographical location and the nature of the
research to be undertaken.

The industrial consortium is headed up by six major aerospace
companies, BAE SYSTEMS, EADS, Cobham, QinetiQ, Rolls-Royce,
Thales and a specialist software house, Agent Oriented Software.
It also includes the Universities of Cranfield, Leicester,
Loughborough, Sheffield and Lancaster and a number of the
most innovative small companies involved in autonomous
system development.

The programme has 8 sub-themes or research areas each
headed by an industrial partner but with no industrial partner
having ultimate control.

• Ground Operations & Human System Interaction  - looking at
technologies and procedures that will be required on the
ground

• Communications and Air Traffic Control - Investigating
communication options between UAVp & ATC, researching
communications technology for command, control and
security.  Supporting WRC 2011.

• UAS Handling - researching and developing technologies for
autonomous handling

• Adaptive Routing - developing the technology to enable an
aircraft to modify its own flightpath and adapt its route in
response to a variety of situations

• Collision Avoidance Systems - verifying the merits of enabling
technologies and system capabilities that could be used by
UAS for collision avoidance

• Multiple Air Vehicle Integration - researching technology,
procedures and protocols to enable formation of multiple
aircraft (UAV and/or manned aircraft) 

• Prognosis & Health Management - providing technology and
systems to enable UAS to monitor their own state, and to
make decisions on how best to maintain optimal mission
performance

• Decision Modelling - developing a robust and certifiable
system that will provide an on-board decision-making
capability replicating all the reasoning functions of the pilot 

There are also 4 'demonstration' projects: on Propulsion & Power;
Affordable Technologies including a UAS engine the verification
and demonstration of technologies, either singly or as integrated
systems; and 4 regulatory sub-themes that address issues
associated with the CAA’s regulation of controlled airspace, one
of which is ‘Good Airmanship’.

For those with a presence in the South East England
Development Agency region, BAE SYSTEMS, Thales, QinetiQ and
Flight Refuelling, raising funding from SEEDA, their regional
development agency, demanded an exceptional business case as
SEEDA has considerable demands placed on the limited funds it
has available for research.  Coordinating and submitting this
business case was the responsibility of the FAC.

This was the first time many of these industrial concerns had
performed a publicly funded project and there was a steep
learning curves understanding and answering the differing
reporting and management demands from the various funding
agencies.

For SEEDA, for instance, the achievement criteria for ASTRAEA
was, and remains, the participation of SMEs under contract to the
industrial partners, economic growth of these and associated
SMEs within the region and the crystallising of an economic
infrastructure that can react and succeed in this emerging
market, rather than the pure technological goals required by, for
instance, the TSB.

The programme has seen the involvement of a number of SMEs
that have not previously been involved in UAS work as well as
those with more established credentials but the over-riding
achievement of this 3 year project has to be the level of true
collaboration between the industrial partners operating away
from the normal ‘winner takes all’ mentality.  This collaboration
has not only generated respect but an appreciation that
expertise can lie elsewhere and is accessible both in large and
small organisations.  ASTRAEA has been about forging and
sustaining new alliances.

ASTRAEA has paved the way for commercial UAS to operate
autonomously in non-segregated airspace within the next
decade.  The project’s overriding achievements are:

Routine operation of UAS in all classes of UK airspace is
technically feasible within four years

A technical solution to semi-autonomous flight in UK airspace has
been demonstrated in a Synthetic Environment, and

The project has identified those areas of the regulations where
there needs to be an interpretation (i.e. current assumption of a
person in the cockpit) or where there needs to be a technical
solution to fill a gap.

There is considerable work still to be done to resolve all the
regulatory, certification, security and communication issues to
the satisfaction of the CAA, but industry is determined to see this
development through.  Plans are well underway towards another
collaborative venture to follow on from ASTRAEA.

American Dynamics Flight Systems, Inc. (ADFS) is a privately
held corporation that designs and builds unmanned aircraft
systems (UAS) with Vertical Take-off and Landing (VTOL)
capabilities.

ADFS was offered the opportunity by the State of Maryland to
exhibit at the Farnborough Airshow. They are coming to
Farnborough with many goals to accomplish. They want to
showcase the AD-150, look for possible suppliers for some of
their components and perhaps find the right company to team
with when they compete for the USMC Tier III VTOL UAV
contract.

“This is a great opportunity for the company and a great way
to show the AD-150 to the European marketplace” said Wayne
Morse, president of ADFS.

The AD-150 is ADFS’ next generation VTOL UAS developed
around the unique requirements of a high-speed maritime
capable VTOL aircraft. ADFS initiated development of the AD-
150 platform to fill technology gaps and meet emerging VTOL
UAS requirements as stated by the United States Marine Corps.
(USMC) for the Tier III VUAS program, and the United States
Coast Guard (USCG) for the Integrated Deepwater Systems
program.

The AD-150 has been designed for VTOL operations from the
flight decks of air capable ships and has been designed with
the combination of speed, range, and endurance to fulfill
mission requirements outlined by the USMC and USCG for their
respective programs. The AD-150 is capable of taking off and
landing vertically without a runway like a helicopter, but unlike
a helicopter, the AD-150 is also capable of high-speed forward
flight up to 300 knots.

The AD-150 is a tilt-duct vehicle similar in configuration to the
flight proven Doak VZ-4 and Bell X-22A manned research
aircraft. ADFS’ implementation of the High Torque Aerial Lift
(HTAL) lift and propulsion system in the AD-150 improves upon
the traditional tilt-duct concept by increasing the control
authority of the vehicle and decreasing mechanical
complexities associated with conventional tilt-duct systems.

Alter Technology Group’s simulator allows engineers to assess
the system’s electromagnetic characteristics accurately in
three dimensions, and thereby verify electromagnetic
compatibility or pinpoint necessary improvements. The
methodology prescribes practical benchmarking of key
subsystems to map electromagnetic performance, which
allows project teams to perform basic tests using facilities that
are much more readily available, such as a small, commercial
anechoic chamber. The empirically-generated map is then
used as input data to the simulator, which applies proprietary
field-computation algorithms to predict far-field characteristics
for the full system.

After proving the simulator’s accuracy working with specialists
at the University of Alcalá de Henares in Spain, ATG has
incorporated far-field electromagnetic simulation capability
into its portfolio of consulting services for customers in space,
defence, aviation and similar application areas where high
reliability in harsh environments is of paramount importance.

It’s bewildering! Sometimes I
wonder if the agencies
outnumber the employers.
Even so, businesses are still
hard pushed to find a recruiter
who works outside from the
quick fix/quantity not quality
method of supplying
candidates. Service is
invariably non existent and
the absence of sector and job
knowledge is disappointingly
the norm. At some point, most
of you will have waded
through piles of irrelevant
c.v.’s , then, as if to add insult

to injury, when the invoice arrives you may well ask yourself
what on earth they did to deserve THAT MUCH? Without wishing
to sound like a recruitment junkie, I can admit that I have been
a ‘user’ and now a ‘supplier’ so I speak from experiences on
both sides of the recruitment and selection fence as both
employer for 20+ years and now the supplier to businesses.

What now? Personally I think it’s time someone stood out from
the crowd, stopped the ‘hard sell’ and brought the service and
support back to the sector. Business is about success and
making money for sure but, when it comes to something as
personal and emotive as recruitment, ethics, service, value for
money and professionalism come top of the agenda. Choosing
the right recruiting partner is cost and time effective and makes
recruitment a far more palatable experience. Get it wrong, and
it can be disastrous for all parties concerned. 

However, responsibility for successes and failures are shared
between the employer and the agent. For example, how often
have you declined to meet the new supplier in town? Do you
pass a job spec to a number of agencies in the hope that this
will deliver the best result? Have you patted yourself on the
back for agreeing a hefty reduction in fees and then wondered
why the service received matched it? Are you now thinking,
hold on, it’s never the customers fault. Well yes and no but, for
the avoidance of doubt, here are a few tips to help next time
you recruit, whatever method you use:- 

1. PPuutt ttooggeetthheerr aa ppaacckk including a business profile; job
description; reporting structure; desired applicant
qualifications, experience and other candidate preferences.
Consider cultural issues; working conditions and company
ethos. 

2 RReevviieeww the salary and benefits, terms and conditions of
employment. Check out the market rates and why not call a
local agent or two to ask for advice.

3. CCoonnssiiddeerr how you will recruit. Networking, direct advertising
or specialist agency? Remember, agencies will get preferred
advertising rates and should pass on the discounts to you.
Headhunt, advertise or contingency?

4. WWhhoo?? Bigger/High Street agencies may mean brand
recognition for candidates but it can also mean “impersonal”
and your account will be one of many. The smaller or
independent agent will be most inclined to cherish your
business and give it priority.

5. NNeevveerr ‘‘ssccaatttteerr gguunn’’ the job to a number of suppliers. It’s a
false economy and does nothing to build a trusting
relationship. Agencies offer their best to the client paying
the biggest fee or offering volume assignments. 

6. GGoo LLooccaall. Use an agent that knows your market in your area.

7. AAsskk ffoorr rreeffeerreenncceess.. Find out how the clients and, just as
important, the candidates feel about their performance.

8. MMeeeett tthhee ccoonnssuullttaanntt.. Tell them what you need and decide if
you are satisfied they can work with you.

9. NNeeggoottiiaattee.. We’re talking about people here and not
shampoo. Cheap is cheap for a reason!

10. TThhiinnkk lloonngg tteerrmm.. A good agent will work hard at building
trustworthy, long term relationships. Your company name
and reputation must be safe in the hands of a recruiter
describing the business to a third party. 

Finally, and before you conduct the first interview, consider the
selection methods you use. Keep on the right side of
employment law with regards to recruitment and make sure
you, and all those who take part at any stage of the selection
process, are fair and consistent throughout. A good agency will
support and advise with regards to relevant employment law.
Use that knowledge and support, it’s free!

Not all recruiters are the same but the best will offer 24/7
support, alternative employment solutions and a value for
money service. Finding the perfect partner is never easy but
definitely worth the effort. Working with people we like and
trust makes any aspect of doing business that much easier.
